Book Project
Step 1—Choose a book to read and get your teacher’s approval.

Step 2—Read the book and decide which project you would like to do.

Step 3—Submit your project by Thursday, March 20, 2008.  Late assignments will NOT be accepted!
Choose ONE of the Book Project Ideas

1. Imagine that your book is to be made into a movie.  You are to design the soundtrack.  Create a CD containing at least five songs to match your book.  Include a paragraph describing how the music relates to the book, including quotations from which some of the selections were inspired.  The written component must be typed using 12 font and double spaced.
2. Rewrite the story as picture book.  Use simple vocabulary so that younger students may enjoy the book.

3. Suggest some changes that you think the author might make in order to improve the book.  Explain why you would suggest these changes. At least one page long.  Must be typed using 12 font and double spaced.
4. Make a map showing where the story took place.  Include a legend and a brief summary of the plot.

5. Make up three different endings for the story, each ending should be at least half of a page.  Must be typed using 12 font and double spaced.
6. Make a travel brochure inviting tourists to visit the setting of the book.  Include benefits of the setting as a vacation spot.

7. Make a video commercial promoting the book.

8. Letter to teacher (see below)

9. Poster Book Project (see below)

Letter to the Teacher
Must be typed using 12 font and double spaced.

4. Compare the book to your life.  Hearing how the book connects with 
your life would be interesting.

5.  Encourage dialogue with me.  Ask questions that might make me 
want to write more.

POSTER BOOK PROJECT

After reading your book, you will construct a poster that advertises your book.  Your job is to create an advertisement that will convince others to read your book.   Make sure to include labels.  The poster will include the following elements:  
1. TITLE AND AUTHOR OF THE BOOK

2. REVIEW OF YOUR BOOK:  Write two or three sentences stating your opinion of the book.

3. FAVORITE PASSAGE:  Select a passage from your book, and copy it to your poster.  This passage must be significant, and it must consist of 75 words.

4. CHARACTER POEM:  See bottom for directions.

5. PICTURES THAT SHOW THE BOOK:  After reading your book, go through some old magazines, and find pictures that resemble characters, places, conflicts, or ideas present in your book.

You are expected to be creative with your project.  After viewing your project, we should get a feel for the book and feel inclined to read it.

WRITING A CHARACTER POEM

To introduce others to a character in your book, you will create a six line character poem.  This poem should give us a glimpse into the physical appearance and personality of the character.

The following is the format for the poem:

LINE ONE – Name a character in your book.

LINE TWO – List three words/adjectives that describe the character’s appearance.

LINE THREE – With what or with whom do you associate that person?

LINE FOUR – Identify three actions (-ing words) associated with that person.

LINE FIVE - When or where are these things done?

LINE SIX – What is your opinion of or reaction to that person?
